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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR STUDENTS

FUTURE MEDIA ART EXCHANGE 2015

§1
SUBJECT OF THE CONTEST
1. Subject of the contest FMAE 2015 is the promotion of students from Gdansk Technical University as well as the Academy of Fine Arts in Berlin through the possibility to create works/projects/demonstrations for OSA FESTIVAL 2015.
2. Kolonia Artystow is the organizer of this contest – the same organizer as for OSAF 2015.

3. The goal is a wide promotion of students working with innovative methods linked to open source programming.

§2
APPLICATION AND COURSE
1. Willing participant are obliged to send their application via e-mail to fmaecontest@gmail.com as a text document / PDF, pictures as well as film / audio material presenting their project until 20th of August. Applications delivered after this deadline will not be taken into consideration. 

2. The application should be filled out and signed by the person applying with their project 

3. The project is for adult students of Gdansk Technical University and The Academy of Fine Arts in Berlin. 

4. Students may participate if their projects contain their own ideas. The standard of execution and the artistic values of preparation as well as the usage of Open Source programs in its creation will be judged. 

5. The outcome of the contest will be settled on 25nd of August 2015, and the results will be published on the web site of Kolonia Artystow / OSAF.  Students will be informed about the results via mail and/or telephone. 
§3
WINNER SELECTION AND THE PRICE
1. Presentations / projects of the contest will be judged by a jury appointed by the organizer, which includes representative of the organizer, the universities and representative of cultural-artistic background. The jury will select the winner by voting, a simple majority will decide about the outcome. Each member of the jury is entitled to one vote. 

2. The jury’s decision is final – it can not be appealed. 

3. The main prize for the two winning projects will be a presentation during OSAF 2015 scheduled for September 2015 in Sopot. 

§4
PRESENTATION OF THE PROJECTS
1. The presentations for the selected projects will be held on 11th – 13th of September 2015 during OSAF in Sopot.

2. The organizer decided about the order of presentation after consulting with the students. 

3. Students are obliged to comply with the arrangement of the organizer, to appear on rehearsals on time and respect the time limit, as well as to adapt to technical setting provided by the organizer on the day of those presentations. 

3.1 Students, who do not comply with those arrangements, who fail to appear on time for rehearsals or to follow the rules and regulations of cooperation, will be removed from the festival program immediately without further explanation. 

4. The organizers provide the students with an adequate sound system and technical support, but they do not provide a backline.

5. The organizers do not cover the costs of travel and accommodation of the students in Sopot.

6. The organizers provide basic board in the form of dinner and drinks based on coupons. 

7.  The selected projects and their authors will receive a budget in the total amount of 4000 PLN, which will cover the costs of preoduction, transport and insurance of the works/projects and arrival to the place of presentation.

§5
PROMOTION
1. The organizer provides students free internet promotion with access to official platforms of OSAF, Kolonia Artystow as well as platforms of selected sponsors. 

2. The elected students are obliged to provide a brief description of their project and some photographs – 3 photographs 72dpi, for which their hold their copyright. 

§6
FINAL REMARKS
1. The application for the contest is equal to a consent, which allows free recording and demonstration of the presented projects. The participants give the organizer the right to dispose and use all recordings made during the presentations, as a whole or in fragments, in the following:

a) consolidation of any auditory technique, 

b) post-production for the purpose of documentation and broadcasting

c) distribution via various internet media

d) Distribution via sponsoring media 

2. The application form is equal to accepting those rules and regulations.

3. The organizer reserves the right to change the rules and regulations. 

4. The organizer reserves the right to cancel the contest or to an unsettled decision if the standard of applications will be unsatisfactory or in case of significant events, independent from the organizer, that prevent the execution of the competition and the presentation.
